Community Foundation Helps Put the Baldwin
Public Schools and Its Promise on the Map

Every graduate of Baldwin High School accepted Michigan college or university now qualifies fgo u
to $5,000 each year in tuition assistance. ThédBia Promise” only happened because the Lake Gount
Community Foundation threw its support behind ttierewith two challenge grants.

Ten “promise zones” were created as pilot sitetdia was the only small, non-urban zone estabtishe
It became the first to seek approval, first to fatsrauthority under the state law, first to méest to es-
tablish a plan, first to launch a fund-raising effdirst to have its plan approved by the state] first to
announce its promise would be effective for thes€laf 2010 and every class thereafter.

The law required $120,000 be raised locally to feathe first two years of the Baldwin Promise. -Be
cause the community foundation was so supportieaders were successful raising more than $136r000
contributions and pledges. A “Committee of 100tfar Baldwin Promise” was formed for donors at the
$500 or higher level over the two-year period.fdar short months, 110 supporters surpassed tlztago
well.

Authority board member and Fund Raising Chair F8akonson called it “amazing. With unemployment
approaching 20% in Lake County and in the middlarohistoric recession. . . . people really stepgetb
invest in higher education for local grads.” Sireon, a 1968 BHS graduate, had formed the Simonson
Scholarship Fund through the Lake County Commupatyndation and knew community support was
strong to help local kids go to college. “The Bailal Rotary Club began four decades ago forming lscho
arship funds. This community has a history of eawlirg educational support. The LCCF has helped
make dreams come true for many students who orccedhope for a college education.”

“Local churches, former students, grandparentsg groups, summer residents, and community leaders
responded to the call,” said Simonson. “And thHewas only possible with that early support frome t
Lake County Community Foundation.”

Simonson concluded, “It’s nice to see Lake Couitigdcas being #1 for such a promising future faalo
children. And it only happened with strong schioodrd support and the leadership of the Lake County
Community Foundation.”
